CCC Monthly Tip

Did you know you and your organization can track community service hours through CCC? Each
student organization is equipped with a service hour tracker. To access this, go to your org's
homepage, and select "Service Hours" from the side menu. When you press the "Add Service Hours"
button at the top of the page, you'll be prompted to enter information such as the title of the service
event, and the amount of time you committed. If you performed service outside your organization,
you may submit your hours through the Rochester Center for Community Leadership organization
(RCCL) - you must request membership prior to doing this. If you are especially proud of a service
you performed, and want to display it proudly on your Involvement Record, you may submit a Self-
Reported Experience for Community Service and elaborate further on your contributions.
